– Financing Outcomes

• For the HFFI-FA Narrative Template’s seven application 

sections, the Applicant must: 
– Target Market Profile – provide a description of the Target Market. 
– Financial Products – describe current/planned products supporting 

the HFFI initiative. 
– Development Services - describe the services that will support the 

HFFI initiative. 
– Projected Activities - describe the planned HFFI activities. 
– Track Record - describe your track record financing healthy food 

interventions. 
– Management Capacity - describe management/staff that will 

oversee the healthy food initiatives. 
– Financing Outcomes - describe your ability to track and report 

healthy food financing outcomes.

• Applicants should be aware of the 
following deployment requirement:  
HFFI-FA awardees must deploy an 
equivalent of 100% of their HFFI-FA 
award for HFFI lending activities, with at 
least 75% deployed to support healthy 
food retail projects in food deserts in 
their Target Market
